Primary Page:

Language:

English – I assume it is U.K. English since this is a U.K. site, however, I found no words on the site to verify my assumption.
Layout:

The page layout seems quite symmetrical.  The majority of the content is tabled and centered.  The page strikes me as being busy.  Perhaps this is because of the animated GIFs on the page.  These can be somewhat distracting to those who are trying to read the page.  There is not a lot of text description on the page, forcing the user to explore links for their purpose, not a wise idea in my opinion.  The pictures are also basically pointless.  They look as if they could correspond to the boxed links above them; however, they themselves are not links, leaving me to question their relevance on the page.

Color:

Mostly Blue, I would assume a male designed the page for this reason (Wow, what do you know, Stan Hayward, which sounds like a guys name is responsible for the site).  There’s a little green and a dark magenta on some of the link backgrounds, but he doesn’t use very bright colors.  The text used has decent contrast.  It is fairly easy to read up close.  The white text in the colored boxes gets fuzzy as one moves back from the screen, however.

Tone & Etiquette:

Well the author doesn’t seem to make any offensive statements on the site or anything that could be construed as offensive.  Of course there isn’t much text on the page to begin with.  It is obvious that this site deals with making movies of some type, particularly animated movies.

Special Considerations:

Checking the source code reveals that the author actually took the time to put in ALT text for the images which caters to those optically challenged.

Secondary Pages:

Language:

Layout:

The layout appears consistent for three of the four linked pages.  All four linked pages use frames, which has been condemned by the majority of web designers because of the bookmarking and search engine problems it causes.  All four pages also have a vertical left menu bar, which gives links to individual parts of the lessons presented.  Again the content itself appears to be tabled and centered.  On one page, the author departs from the consistency of the other three pages.  He gives a series of animation clips that are tabled and centered, which one plays by clicking on the play button to the left of the text.  The text itself is not a link as it is on the other three pages.  Additionally, the banner at the top of the page is not along the same scheme as the other banners, though the framed menu bar matches the layout of the other three pages.

Color:

Three pages have colored banners, which match the color of the link on the primary page.  These three pages have links numbered in red, while the link text itself is a lighter shade of blue.  It could be somewhat hard to read as the text looks to be about 10 pt in size, and does not stand out well on the white background.  On the other linked page the banner text is in fuchsia and blue on a white background contained within a black elliptically cornered rectangle.  Consistency with the other pages is not maintained at all.
Tone & Etiquette:

The buttons provide the user with some feedback that an action is about to be taken through mouseovers.  Again, I see nothing in text or pictures that could be taken offensively.
